o Based on work credits, most people qualify for premium-free Part A

Medicare Savings Program (MSP): less than 135% FPL
State assistance with the cost of Medicare

Limited Income Subsidy: less than 150% FPL
Federal assistance for prescription drug costs

If not eligible for premium-free Part A, can shop on the Marketplace
